20 October and 12 November marks the anniversaries of the 
birth of the Báb (forerunner to Bahá'u'lláh) and birth of Bahá’u’lláh

26 November marks the Day of the Covenant. This day 
celebrates Bahá’u’lláh’s appointment of His son, Abdu’l-Bahá, as 
the Centre of the Covenant, to whom His followers should turn 
after His passing. 
  
28 November marks the Ascension of Abdu'l-Bahá, the son of 
Bahá’u’lláh, in 1921.
